Mono-chromatic: Using any shade, tint, or tone of one color.

Analogous: Using any shades, tints, or tones of colors that lie adjacent to each
other on the wheel.

Achromatic: A colorless scheme using blacks, whites and grays.

Color and Light: Subdued evening and candlelight create a distortion of color.
Under these circumstances, light colors need more intensity and dark colors less.

Color and Distance: Distance causes receding («cool») colors to «black out».
Consequently, lighter values of colors should be employed for greater emphasis.
